Part 5 LV Branches in Pennsylvania ôs Coal Fields  and other branches   
 

We pause our westward journey to take a look at some of the branch lines that penetrated the 
coal fields and other LVRR branch lines in the State. Anthracite and bituminous coal spelled 
prosperity for the railroad for decades.  Most of these photos came from the archive of the 
Society. Some photos have notations, possibly indicating they were part of ICC evaluation 
studies. Others are copied from historic photo post cards. Where we can identify the 
photographer, credit has been given. These branch lines roughly centered on Hazleton and 
headed west from the mainline, but there were several branches in Pennsylvania and only by 
studying a good rail line map can one appreciate the eȄǘŜƴǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ [±Ωǎ ǇǊƻǇŜǊǘȅ.  The stations 
are presented in alphabetical sequence to simplify this review.
