He was a Director of our So@ety as noted served most
recently as our editofor many yearsHe organized and assisted with several ofamrual tour
meetings.Remembered for his drsense of humoand good nature, he had arreplaceable
knowledge of railways, thehistories,routes, passengetrains and serviceand especially the
railroad statiors and other facilities along their linekle wasconsidered one of the foremost
timetable collecorsin the United States. PK is survived Iig/¢hildren AndrevB. Devlin and
Morgan L(Devlin)Moseng and one grandchild, Zoe Moseng. A memorial service will be held in
Texasat a future date with buial in the family plotin Jefferson County, Kansas.

He activeticipated in their events,
seminars and shows. He trawaglithe US to railwakistorical shows and eveto Great Britain,
buying and selling timetables and other railroad papét some Bows he could havéfom 15
to 25 tables set up making him the flagshkiealerof these events. He celttedrailroadiana,
airline, steamshiptranst and busmemorabilig and automobildicense platesin short, he was
the most dedicated person in this hobby. His love for the hobby was 100%.
