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STATIONS & OTHER STRUCTURES OF THE LEHIGH VALLEY RR  
Part 11 Upstate New York Branches ς The Auburn Division - 2 

 
We continue our visit to the Lehigh Valley Railroad in this installment covering more of the 
Auburn Division in New York State. For historical context and a railroad map, please see The 
Bulletin 56-2, 2nd Q 2023. This article will examine the former Elmira, Cortland & Northern, 
nicknamed the ά9ƳǇǘȅΣ /ǊƻƻƪŜŘ ϧ bŀǎǘȅέ ōȅ ƛǘǎ ŘŜǘǊŀŎǘƻǊǎ. Indeed, the route when 
constructed during the railroad fever days after the Civil War, was more of wishful thinking that 
business would eventually develop. It traversed a rural, bucolic part of central New York State 
linking small towns north and east of Elmira, skirting the east side of Ithaca, crossed the former 
Southern Central (later LVRR) at Freeville, and ran through Cortland north to end of track in 
Camden. Several of the depots on this branch remain today and a few have been restored. But 
few, if any, of the railroad tracks which once meandered their way to Camden remain today.

Brookton, NY ς The iron bridge here replaced an original spindly wooden trestle in 1889. 
Presumably this in turn was upgraded in the early 20th century when all railroad equipment and 
locomotives became heavier.

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East Ithaca, NY ς The EC&N branch skirted Ithaca and was not physically connected to the LV 
passenger main through the city. The elevation difference between the routes was substantial. 
The tracks are now long gone here. May 2, 2009. John C. Dahl photo.  

 

Cortland, NY ς The city of Cortland is one of the few larger towns on the EC&N. Successor LVRR 
built this substantial brick, stucco and tile roofed station. A stucco sided separate freight station 
was also built adjacent to the depot.   
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Cortland, NY  - At least three different postcard views of this station exist. The US flag is  
prominent in a scene easily reminiscent of a July 4th summer day well over a hundred years ago.

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Truxton, NY ς Moved and repurposed as town government offices, this depot is typical of the 
Victorian era stations built for the EC&N. April 10, 2021.

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Cazenovia, NY ς A vintage photo from the last years of the branch appears to be a fantrip on 
account of the passengers on the platform end of the coach about 1950. The station appears to 
be well cared for even at that time. Photo from the Hemmenway Collection.  
 
An excellent 
reference book on the history of the Elmira, Cortland & Northern is available: The Ups and 
Downs of a Rural Line by David Marchham. In it you will find extensive historic photo coverage 
of the branch including many depot photos and also including photo coverage in its later years

KANSAS 
 
Atchison ς Chicago, Burlington & Quincy Railroad Freight Depot, 118 South 2nd Street: The 
rectangular one story red brick freight depot was built about 1887 and remodeled about 1943. 
It has minimal cast stone details and is on a stone foundation. The building originally had a two 
story section for the offices on the south and a one story section for transferring freight on the 
north end. The CB&Q sold the building in the early 1960s and it was then occupied by a variety 
of businesses. It is currently vacant and most of the rails in the area have been removed and

PENNSYLVANIA 
 
Perkasie ς Lehigh Valley Transit Station, 513 West Walnut Street: The Lehigh Valley Transit 
Station was built in 1912 on the Liberty Bell Line between Allentown and Philadelphia. The one 
story late Victorian style building was designed by Ruth & Lange, a Lehigh Valley architectural 
firm. It was used until trolley service was discontinued in 1951. The building was then used by 
the Hartzell-Crouthamel American Legion Post 280 from 1962 until 1990, and then owned by 
the Perkasie Historical Society and is now used for its museum. 
 
NEW YORK 
 
Buffalo ς Delaware, Lackawanna and Western (DL&W) Train Shed, 15 Main Street: The 6-
track, double deck reinforced concrete train shed was built by the DL&W Railroad in 1917 to

The upper level was used for passenger service while the lower level was used for freight 
purposes and Railway Express offices. DL&W discontinued using it in 1962, and it was vacant 
and unused for many years. Although much of the depot was demolished in 1979-80, the train 
shed was saved and since 1982, the lower level has been used for a storage and maintenance 
facility by NFTA (Niagara Frontier Transportation Authority)Σ ƘƻǳǎƛƴƎ ƳŀƛƴǘŜƴŀƴŎŜ ŦƻǊ .ǳŦŦŀƭƻΩǎ 
light rail system.  
 
VIRGINIA 
 
Dante ς Dante Downtown Historic District, Bunch Town, Straight Hollow, and Lower 
Bearwallow Rds.: The former Clinchfield depot is part of the Dante Downtown Historic District. 
It is a one story brick building constructed sometime between 1929 and 1939. When the coal  
mines were closed, CSX planned to tear the building down, but it was saved due to public 
support dating back to at least 2011. Studies were performed while the building deteriorated, 
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DEPOTS ADDED ς continued  

 
but in 2018 the Dante Community Association and the Russell County Board of Supervisors  
received a $118,660 grant to clean up and restore the building. There were plans for two retail  
spaces for community activities. 
 
WEST VIRGINIA 
 

Dunlow ς Dunlow Norfolk & Western Railway Depot, 63 Old Railroad Road:

When the line was abandoned, the depot may have 
become a private residence, and in recent years it was vacant. The building was purchased in 
2018 by a couple who are preserving it. The building has not been significantly altered over the 
years.

DuBois, PA ς The Buffalo & Susquehanna Railway extended its route to the booming city of Buffalo, NY 
commencing service over its own line in December 1906 only to see it last only until November 1916.

ARKANSAS 
 
Fordyce ς Fordyce Overpass, East 4th Street over the Fordyce and Princeton Railroad: The 247-

Lockesburg ς De Queen & Eastern Railroad Overpass, US 71 over the De Queen & Eastern 
Railroad Line: This overpass was added to the National Register of Historic Places. 
 
CALIFORNIA 
 
Jamestown ς Sierra Railway Locomotive No. 3, 10501 Reservoir Road: Sierra No. 3 is a 4-6-0 
built in 1891 by Rogers Locomotive and Machine Works in Paterson, New Jersey for the 
Prescott & Arizona Railway as the W.N. Kelley. After the P&AC went bankrupt it ended up on 
the Sierra Railway in 1897. It was converted from coal to oil sometime between 1900 and 1902. 
The locomotive was taken out of service in 1932 and was saved from being scrapped during 
WW II. After the war it was rebuilt for charter and movie use, and in the next 30 years appeared 
in dozens of movies, television shows, and commercials, including Petticoat Junction. It was 
removed from service following new FRA regulations in 1995, and was rebuilt and returned to 
service in 2010. It is owned by the State of California, and is at Railtown 1897 State Historic Park 
in Jamestown.  
 
MONTANA 
 
Missoula ς Orange Street Tunnel, between N. 2nd St. W. and W. Alder St.: The Orange Street 
tunnel connects I-95 with downtown Missoula and goes under the BNSF tracks just north of the 
Missoula depot. It has two lanes and a pedestrian walkway which are in the process of being

Afton Vicinity ς Blue Ridge Tunnel, 215 Afton Depot Lane: The Blue Ridge Tunnel, also known 
as the Crozet Tunnel, was built between 1850 and 1857 and placed in service in 1858. It was

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The Station at Troy, Idaho 
By Thornton Waite  
  
Troy, Idaho is 13 miles southeast of Moscow, Idaho, and was on the route of the Northern 
Pacific Railway from Moscow south to Lewiston, Idaho. Although the line has been abandoned, 
the station is still existing, although it has been moved away from the tracks.  
 
Troy is at an elevation of 2460', slightly lower than the 2600' foot elevation of Moscow and 
significantly higher than Kendrick, the next station 12 miles to the south, which has an elevation 
of 1242'. Lewiston, the end of the line and 38 miles south of Troy, has an elevation of 741'. In

the area raised grains, beans, and fruits, and timber products were made from the nearby 
timber reserves. 
 
Vollmer was incorporated as a village on April 19, 1892. Following the Panic of 1893, the town 
ŦƻǳƴŘŜǊ ŀƴŘ ōŀƴƪŜǊ WƻƘƴ tΦ ±ƻƭƭƳŜǊ ŦƻǊŜŎƭƻǎŜŘ ƻƴ ōǳǎƛƴŜǎǎŜǎΦ ¢ƘŜ ǊŜǎƛŘŜƴǘǎ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ƭƛƪŜ ǿƘŀǘ ƘŜ 
did, so they held an election to select a new name for the town. According to local lore, a Greek 
railroad worker set up a barrel of liquor by the polling site, offering all the liquor a voter wanted 
if he voted for Troy, an illustrious Greek name. The final result was 29 for Troy and 9 votes for 
Vollmer, so the town was incorporated under the name Troy on September 13, 1897. 
 
The depot was reportedly built in 1887, before the arrival of the railroad, between 6th and 7th 
Avenues on the east (business) side of the tracks. Since the town was so small, the depot had

depot was built to a standard plan, with the waiting room on one end and the freight room on 
the other end. The first through Lewiston-Spokane train did not run until 1898, although there 
was presumably limited service to Troy before that date. The 1893 Official Railway Guide shows 
there was a single passenger train between Pullman and Julietta (sic), with no other stations 
other than Moscow listed on the line, which was designated as the Spokane and Palouse 
Branch. A Sanborn map from 1893 shows that Troy had a depot and water tank, pump house, 
and section house.  
 
In 1901 Troy was not listed in the Northern Pacific timetable in the Official Railway Guide, nor 
were any other station stops shown on the line between Pullman and Potlatch Junction, where 
the connection was made with the Camas Prairie. However, both of the Guides listed Vollmer 
as a station on the Northern Pacific, so presumably the passenger trains stopped at Vollmer.

each direction on the line, both of which stopped at Troy.   
 
The second floor of the building was removed in 1958, and Troy became a flagstop by the early 
1960s. The agency was closed in 1973 and in 1975 the building was moved a short distance 
north of Troy on Highway 8 onto the property of Clinton and Nola Johnson. Located on the west

Passenger Service through Troy 
  
The first passenger train through Troy for Lewiston ran in 1898.  A 1910 schedule shows that 
the Northern Pacific had four daily trains (three on Sunday) out of Lewiston over its Palouse and 
Lewiston Branch - two to Spokane, one from Kendrick to Lewiston and return, and one from 
Joseph to Lewiston and back.  
 
By 1959 there was only a daily RDC running between Spokane and Lewiston on the Northern 
Pacific, and the railroad tickets were honored by the Western Greyhond Lines. In 1965 the NP 
petitioned to abandon the Spokane-Lewiston train service, and the last train, an RDC, ran on 
February 28, 1966. 
 
The Northern Pacific and Idaho Railroad Company was incorporated in Washington on June 4, 
1890 to build a line from a connection with the Spokane and Palouse Railway in Whitman 
County in Washington east into Idaho Territory.  The company was capitalized at $2 million and 
had its headquarters in Tacoma, Washington. The trustees were John H. Mitchell, Jr., William O. 
Chapman, and Herbert Huson of Tacoma; James B. Williams of Stamford, Connecticut; and 
Henry Stanton of New York City.  This new company was incorporated since there were 
concerns about whether or not the charter for the Spokane and Palouse allowed construction 
of the line to Lewiston.  
 
The line was authorized to pass through Moscow and Cornwall to Juliaetta and then down the 
Clear Water (sic) to Lewiston. From Lewiston it would go up the right bank of the Snake River to 
Tammany creek to Mores Creek and to Lake Waha, a distance of 91 miles. The company was 
also authorized to operate boats on the Clear Water and Snake Rivers. Interestingly enough the 
railroad was never incorporated in Idaho. 
  
A contract to build the line was let in mid-May 1890 and construction headquarters were 
established in Moscow. Instead of running a line from Genesee down a steep grade to Lewiston 
the line was routed to the east through Kendrick to the Clearwater River. By July there 500 men 
were at work and by late August 20 miles of rail had been laid from Pullman Junction.  There 
was a delay in the location of the line due to time required to obtain permission to survey the 
line through the Nez Perce Reservation, but apparently this did not delay construction of the 
line. 
 
On April 24, 1891, the Attorney General had approved the construction of the line through the 
reservation, but only 4 miles were built towards Juliaetta by mid-October, when funds ran out,  
and the Kendrick was the end of the line for 7 years. The Spokane and Palouse, which owned 
the Northern Pacific and Idaho, was able to pay the interest on the bonds, but the Northern 
Pacific entered bankruptcy following the Panic of 1893. The Northern Pacific attempted to build 
the 22 miles from Juliaetta to Lewiston in 1894, but the court did not approve the expenditure.  
 
On January 21, 1898, bids were finalized to extend the line to Lewiston, and the line was 
completed on August 1 of that year.  The line was built down the Potlatch River to Arrow, and  
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The Station at Troy, Idaho ς continued 
 
then down the Clearwater River to Lewiston. The line was soon handed over to the operating 
department. As part of the reorganization of the Northern Pacific Railroad, the Northern Pacific 
took over the Spokane and Palouse Railway on February 21, 1899. The line through Troy was 
then operated as the Palouse & Lewiston Branch of the Northern Pacific. 
  
The 28 mile long line from Pullman to Genesee and the 37 mile line from Moscow to Arrow 
Junction on the Camas Prairie line were abandoned in 1985 by the Burlington Northern, which 
had received permission to abandon the line in the previous year following a drop off in traffic 
from the Camas Prairie. In 1990 there was a proposal by the Camas Prairie to take over the 
operations between Moscow and Arrow Junction, but nothing happened with this.  
The line from Moscow through Troy to Arrow was sold to the Palouse River & Coulee City 
Railroad, a WATCO short line, and the Palouse River and Coulee City abandoned the line shortly 
thereafter. 
 
The Palouse-Clearwater Environmental Institute supported the establishment of the Latah Trail 
in 1998, running between Moscow and Troy. The trail ends at Troy, and plans to extend the trail 
further south to Kendrick are stalled due to opposition from landowners. The trail connects 
with the Bill Chipman-Palouse Trail between Moscow and Pullman, which runs over the former 
UP right-of-way.

New York, NY ς Adaptive reuse of the former New York Central West Side freight lineΩǎ мфоп 
massive warehouse has been made by high tech firm Google. The site is the historic location of 
ǘƘŜ {ǘΦ WƻƘƴΩǎ tŀǊƪ terminal of the one time Hudson River Railroad. Commodore Vanderbilt 
acquired this railroad combining it with his other properties to form what we know as the 
classic era New York Central & Hudson River. Google perched a multi-story office complex 
which is now 12 stories high above the 1934 structure which was heavily built of steel and 
reinforced concrete as a part of the relocation of the west side rail lines off of 10th Avenue. The 
1934 structure featured truck loading at street level, the second level accommodated the rail 
lines and freight platforms and above that were railroad offices. Much of the High Line itself has 
been converted into a linear park and gardens above street level and is one of the most
